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Changes in Response to Taiwan Security
Issues in American Public Opinion After the
Outbreak of the Israel-Hamas War

Abstract

The focus of this article is what changes have occurred in the response
of domestic public opinion in the United States to Taiwan security issues,
since the outbreak of the Israel-Hamas War on October 7, 2023? According
to poll results, American public opinion on the one hand attaches great
importance to Taiwan, and on the other, believes that the U.S. government
must actively participate in international affairs. American public opinion
has, therefore, not seen a huge change in perception of the Taiwan issue
and the threat from China; this is of great significance for Taiwan's
security. Obviously, the Israel-Hamas War has not affected the importance
American public opinion attaches to Taiwan. In terms of United States'
assistance for Taiwan's security and defense, American public opinion has
not been affected by the war, weakening support for Taiwan, however, an
increasing number of Americans believe that China will actually invade
Taiwan. In addition, this article must also point out that as the Russia-
Ukraine and Israel-Hamas wars have dragged on, the American people's
perception of them has also undergone several changes. Although these
changes have not yet had an obvious impact, future developments are

worth following.
